All Players must hole out and mark score cards on the first day in the event of
bad weather on the second day

1. Championship Flight will play the Blue tees
2. All Other Flights will play the White tees
3. Ladies will play the Red tees

a. Day 1- First 9 holes are match plays, 1 plays 2, 3 plays 4 on score card
both A & B sides.

5. After 9 holes the 2 winners play and the 2 losers play. Next 9 holes are
match play also.

6. Please hand in your score cards after 18 holes.

7. Day 2 - the winners of A side will play 18 holes, match play for the Flight
Championship. The 2 winners of B side will play 18 holes, match play for
the consolation prize.
